BURDEN LIFTED IN DECISION MAKING

For every decision we make there is God’s will for making that
decision. Here is how we seek it, find it, and do it. We pray for wisdom
in the matter and he gives it (James 1:5). What follows is how we
receive what God has given.

First, the situation can be a case directly spoken about in the
Bible, the Word of God; so we read it and do it (Ps. 119:105).

Second, we get a direct leading of the Holy Spirit. He can even
remind us of a pertaining scripture (Jn. 14:26; Rom. 8:14).

Third, decide by our own spirit within according to its born again,
new creation, made right by faith nature. It is a trustworthy source
since we have the Spirit of God (I Cor. 7:25, 40; Eph. 4:24; 2 Cor. 5:17).
The Holy Spirit will bear witness with our spirit that we are making the
right decision, that we are truly led by the Spirit of God (Rom. 8:14,16).

Fourth, we can consider a choice for the decision and the
anointing will tell us whether that choice is of God or not. This is
deception prevention (1 Jn. 2:27).

Fifth, discern the Spirit’s flow and stay in that flow (Jn. 3:8).

All we are after is God’s will moment by moment. His will for us
has already been decided in heaven. We access what has already been
decided in the matter by his good ways. “Whatever you bind on earth is
already bound in heaven; and whatever you loose on earth is already
loosed in heaven (Mt. 18:18 Holman Christian Standard Bible).

There is great peace in simply seeking God’s will, finding it, and
doing it...burdens are removed, yokes destroyed.
